Next 30 minutes — Lanes 3-4-5-6 Dive/Sprints
Lanes 1-2 for 8 & Under only
Lane 7-8 Circle Swim

Failure to follow warm-up guidelines may result in disqualification from the next individual event.

Official 2006-07 Short Course USA Swimming Rules shall prevail for this meet. Swimmers must be registered with

USA Swimming. Swimmers’ age is as of January 27, 2007. Relays: first and last names of competing swimmers and

order of swimming must be listed on the back of the card along with age, prior to swimming the relay.

Completed entry forms, signed waiver, and fees must be received by Thursday, January 18, 2007. Preferred method
of entry is by diskette in Hy-Tek Commlink format. Diskettes MUST be accompanied by a hard-copy listing. Current
USAS ID number MUST be included on the entry form. All deck entries must be able to prove USAS membership.
Out of state swimmers must show their current USAS card prior to swimming.

It is the swimmer’s responsibility to be at the starting blocks at the start of his/her
race. Staging assistant will NOT be provided for 8 & under events. Coaches are responsible for their swimmers.

One copy of the meet result will be sent to all participating clubs. Additional copies may be ordered at $5.00 per copy.

Deck seeding will be allowed only to the limit of filling partially filled heats. A $7.00 charge per event will be
assessed for deck seeding. Deck seeding will close at 30 minutes before the start of each session. Swimmers unable to
prove USAS membership will be charged a deck-registration fee of $50.00.

Admission is free. Heat sheet will be available at $5.00 each session, $8.00 for the day. Coaches’ packets will be
available at the admission table. Coaches and Club Officials desiring to be on deck will be required to display proof of
current USAS membership at all times.
